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1. All active Fire, EMS and Auxiliary members will apply for Identification Tags, issued by 

Broome County OES. Then each Member will be issued (2) two cards, to be attached to 

appropriate gear. 

 

2. An additional ID card(s) and lanyard can be provided to those in need with approval of 

the Chief.  

 

3. ID card application is located on the “Members” side of our website or on the county 

website. The application should be filled out and then printed. It must be printed on one 

sheet of paper (front and back), and signed by a Chief Officer, prior to appointment. No 

hand written forms accepted. 

 

4. New members need to complete ICS 100, and ICS 700, and bring a copy of certificates 

with you, when applying for ID tags, plus to (2) two forms of Identification (See List on 

Application). 

 

5. Members are to contact Dep. Coordinator Tim Dahulich from Broome County OES, to 

make appointment for these tags. Tags will be issued once complete.

6. During Fire incidents, (1) one tag shall be hung on the apparatus ring, in which the 

member rode to the scene on. Interior Firefighters with attached the SCBA tag for their 

corresponding Air Pac being worn and hung on apparatus ring. Green tags will use their 

other tag for leaving at the entry point of a structure. Tag ring from rigs shall be taken by 

officer/senior member to accountability collection point of first pumping apparatus.
